ANDREAS HAEFLIGER 

short biography

Born in Berlin, the Swiss pianist Andreas Haefliger is now regarded as one of the foremost pianists of his generation and is sought after for his musicality, command of the piano and the finesse with which he shapes a musical line.  A resident of New York since studying at the Juilliard School, he has worked with all the leading American orchestras including the New York Philharmonic, Boston Symphony, Cleveland Orchestra, Los Angeles Philharmonic, Chicago Symphony and San Francisco Symphony.  

Highlights of Haefliger’s 2002/2003 season include his Salzburg Festival debut with Camerata Salzburg, and performances with the Philharmonia Orchestra/Sawallisch, Budapest Festival Orchestra/Ivan Fischer, Bavarian Radio Symphony and Gothenburg Symphony. In the US he will perform the complete Beethoven concerto cycle with the Milwaukee Symphony as well as at Carnegie Hall with the Orchestra of St Lukes and with the Vancouver Symphony and Winnipeg Symphony.  Haefliger will also be performing extensively in recital including at the Wigmore Hall in London, Berlin Philharmonie, Vienna Konzerthaus and Lisbon as well as in the USA in Cleveland, Washington DC and Toronto.

In Europe, Haefliger has appeared with major orchestras such as the Philharmonia (in London and on tour in Europe), London Symphony Orchestra, London Philharmonic, BBC Philharmonic, Royal Concertgebouw Orchestra, Rotterdam Philharmonic, Orchestre National de France, Orchestre de Paris, Munich Philharmonic, NDR Hamburg, WDR Cologne, South West German Radio Orchestra (in Freiburg and the Vienna Konzerthaus), Frankfurt Radio Orchestra, Hamburg Philharmonic, Deutsche Sinfonie Orchester Berlin, Leipzig Gewandhaus Orchester (at the Montreux Festival), Deutsche Kammerphilharmonie, Scottish Chamber Orchestra, Zürich Tonhalle Orchester and Royal Stockholm Philharmonic.  In October 1998 Wigmore Hall presented a special 3-concert series of chamber music concerts featuring Haefliger in collaboration with the Takacs Quartet, Matthias Goerne  and the Safri Duo.  The same series also took place in Freiburg.

In recital, he has appeared at the Chatelet Theatre in Paris, in London at the Wigmore Hall and Queen Elizabeth Hall, Alte Oper in Frankfurt, Berlin Philharmonie, Vienna Konzerthaus, Klavierfest am Ruhr, Milan, Brussels, Lisbon, Lucerne Festival, Ravinia Festival, Boston, San Francisco, Great Performers Series at Lincoln Center New York, and Symphony Hall in Chicago. He has also toured extensively in Europe performing Lieder with Matthias Goerne including London, Paris, Frankfurt, Milan, Brussels and Valencia.

After the great success of his first recording of Mozart Sonatas for Sony Classical,  Haefliger made three further recordings for Sony of Schumann, Schubert and the Russian composer Sofia Gubaidulina.  All have been described by critics as among the finest of recent piano releases.  He has also recorded for Decca with the Takacs Quartet and Matthias Goerne.
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
